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Ordinance No. 57/2019 by

the Rector of the Lodz University of Technology of 1 October 2019
on the introduction of a model agreement concerning fees for educational services in full-time and part-time studies to be concluded by the Lodz University of Technology and foreigners pursuing studies under conditions other than those for Polish citizens.
Pursuant to Article 23, section 1 of the Act of 20 July 2018 - The Law on Higher Education and Science (Journal of Laws of 2018, para. 1668, as amended), I declare as follows:

§ 1

The model agreement on the terms and conditions of payment for educational services on full-time and part-time first- and second-cycle programmes concluded between the Lodz University of Technology and a foreigner pursuing studies under conditions other than those for Polish citizens shall be set out in Appendix 1.

§ 2

The Ordinance shall enter into force on 1 October 2019 and shall apply to agreements concluded as of the academic year 2019/2020.

§ 1

The subject of the agreement is to establish the terms and conditions of payment for educational services related to education at full-time/part-time first/second
 cycle programmes at the faculty of ................................................................................................................................................................................................................................................ Lodz University of Technology
, pursued by foreigners on the basis of Article 323, section 1 of the Act of 20 July 2018. - The Law on Higher Education and Science (i.e. Journal of Laws of 2018, para. 1668, as amended), hereinafter referred to as the Act and on the basis of Resolution No. 6/2019 of the Senate of the Lodz University of Technology of 24 April 2019 on the principles of charging fees for educational services and other services provided by the Lodz University of Technology for foreigners enrolled in first and second cycle studies and postgraduate studies uner conditions other than those applicable to Polish citizens and the terms and conditions and procedure of exemption from fees.
§ 2

The University declares that it satisfies the requirements specified in the Act and the regulations issued on its basis, including: the requirements for study programmes, staffing and other necessary conditions, including the premises and material equipment necessary to provide education at the studies listed in § 1 of this Agreement and undertakes to satisfy them until the completion of the planned period of study of the Student, including any extension of that period, in accordance with the Study Regulations of the Lodz University of Technology.
§ 3

1.
University declares that:

1)
The study conditions are defined in the Study Regulations of the Lodz University of Technology in accordance with the requirements of Article 75 of the Act, and the detailed study conditions for the following academic year/semester, including: the full list of courses along with the number of hours of lectures, classes, laboratories and internship programmes, will be communicated to the Student via the website http://webdziekanat.p.lodz.pl, prior to the commencement of each academic year/semester, with the course schedule included in the curriculum, no later than 3 working days before the beginning of the semester.

2)
The studies pursued by the Student culminate in obtaining a professional degree of ................................................... which the University is authorised to grant and undertakes to maintain until the end of the period specified in § 2.

2.
Student declares that:

1)
he/she familiarised him/herself with the Statute of the Lodz University of Technology, the Regulations of Studies at the Lodz University of Technology, the Resolution of the Senate of the Lodz University of Technology on the principles of charging fees for educational services and other services provided by the Lodz University of Technology to foreigners pursuing first- and second-cycle education and postgraduate studies under conditions other than those applicable to Polish citizens, and the Communication of the Vice-Rector for Education on the principles of charging fees for educational services and other services provided by the Lodz University of Technology to foreigners pursuing education on first- and second-cycle studies and postgraduate studies under conditions other than those applicable to Polish citizens, the content of which can be found on the website http://webdziekanat.p.lodz.pl and undertakes to observe them.
§ 4

The University undertakes that in the event of opening the liquidation process, the University authorities shall take active steps to create opportunities for the Student to complete his/her studies on terms and conditions similar to those specified in this Agreement.

§ 5

Student undertakes to:

1)
notify the University in writing of any change in his/her personal data contained in this Agreement; the consequences of failure to comply with this obligation shall be borne by the Student;

2)
immediately inform the University about his/her registered address in Poland as well as correspondence delivery address;

3)
notify the University in writing of the appointment of his/her proxy to manage his/her affairs, who is resident in Poland, and of the appointment of a proxy for delivery, who is resident in Poland;

4)
indicate, in the event of a stay outside Poland for more than 60 days, a proxy for delivery, who is resident in Poland. If no proxy for service is indicated, the letters intended for that student shall be left in the case file with the effect of delivery. The University will instruct the student about this at the first delivery; the student will also be instructed on the possibility of submitting a reply to the letter initiating proceedings and written explanations and on who may be appointed a proxy;

5)
use the functions, documents and information provided by the student support portal WebDziekanat; the information, documents and procedures provided by this portal are binding on the Student; the WebDziekanat portal is available at the Internet address: http://webdziekanat.p.lodz.pl;

6)
use the University Electronic Mail System (SPE), in accordance with the Order of the Rector of the Lodz University of Technology on the principles of organisation and use of electronic mail, the content of which is available at http://webdziekanat.p.lodz.pl; the SPE system is the basic and binding means of communication between the Student and the University administration in matters of the course of studies; the information provided by the University administration to the Student through this system is binding on the Student;
7)
verify, within the deadlines set by the Rector of the Lodz University of Technology, the final results of the courses in force in a given semester, as registered in the University's IT system;

8)
verify the status of individual financial commitments as registered in the University's IT system;

9)
hold during the entire period of study at the Lodz University of Technology an insurance policy against sickness and personal accident or a valid European Health Insurance Card or take out an insurance policy with the National Health Fund immediately after the start of study.

§ 6

1. The Student undertakes to pay fees for the following throughout the duration of the course of study:

1) education according to the current curriculum and study programme;

2) repetition of the semester due to unsatisfactory learning outcomes;

3) repetition of specific courses due to unsatisfactory learning outcomes;

4) participation in classes supplementing the learning outcomes necessary to undertake studies in a given study programme;

5) participation in activities not included in the study programme;

6) issuance of an electronic student ID card and a duplicate thereof;

7) issuance of a diploma of completion of studies and a duplicate thereof;

8) issuance of a copy of the diploma translated into a foreign language.

2. The fees referred to in section 1 are set for each academic year by the Rector of the Lodz University of Technology. Fees for an academic year …………(the academic year in which the contract is concluded is automatically entered into the record) are listed in Appendix 1 to this Agreement.
3. The amount of the fee specified in section 1 for studies commenced in the academic year 20.../20... is PLN (in words: ............................ PLN...............................................for 1 semester.
4. A student who repeats a semester due to unsatisfactory learning outcomes shall again pay fees in full for that period of study.

5. A student repeating specific courses shall pay a fee in the amount proportional to the number of ECTS credits allocated to these courses, where the fee for one ECTS point shall be 1/30 of the fee for one semester of studies.
6. A student shall pay a fee for participation in courses supplementing the learning outcomes necessary to pursue a given study programme and for participation in courses not included in the study programme in proportion to the number of ECTS credits allocated to such courses, where the fee for one ECTS credit shall amount to 1/30 of the fee for one semester of studies.

7. The fee referred to in section 1, par. 1 and 2 shall be paid for each semester of study.

8. The completion of a part of the course of studies at another higher education institution in Poland or abroad within the framework of international student exchange programmes does not release the student from the obligation of timely payment of the tuition fee.

9. In the case of adverse material circumstances of the Student or in the case of a student undertaking studies in another field of study or another form of education on paid terms, the Rector, upon written request of the student concerned, may reduce the fee referred to in section 1, par. 1, 2 and 3 or release the student completely from it.

1) A request for exemption from the fee in full or reduction of the fee should be submitted to the Rector in writing, via the competent head of the basic organisational unit running the degree programme, no later than before the date of payment of the fee. If the reason for the fee reduction occurred later, it is acceptable to submit the application after that date.

2) The request should be accompanied by all documents confirming the Student's adverse material circumstances, in particular a certificate confirming the income earned by the Student or his/her family members, death certificates, employment contracts of the Student or his/her family members.
3) The documents referred to in paragraph 2 should be submitted in the original along with a translation into Polish or English, subject to paragraph 4.

4) In extraordinary, duly justified cases, the student may submit copies of the documents referred to in para. 2, including in electronic form, provided that the student is obliged to submit the original documents to the competent head of the organisational unit running the programme no later than within 14 days of the submission of the application referred to in para. 1. In the event of failure to submit the original documents within a specified time limit, the student loses the right to a full fee exemption or a fee reduction.

5) Documents referred to in paragraph 2 should be issued not earlier than three months before the date of submission of the request referred to in paragraph 1.

10. A student on leave does not pay any fees for the period of leave, subject to § 28 para. 9 of the Regulations of Studies in TUL. 

11. Until completion of studies by persons enrolled for a given academic year, a higher education institution may not increase the amount of fees or introduce new fees. This shall not apply to increases in fees for the provision of courses not included in the curriculum or for the use of student dormitories and canteens. In the event of a change in the fees referred to in the preceding point, the University shall, within 14 days before the beginning of the subsequent academic year, inform the student about the publication at http://webdziekanat.p.lodz.pl of the currently binding fees at http://webdziekanat.p.lodz.pl and shall deliver to the student's individual address, via the University's Electronic Mail System, a specimen appendix to the agreement amending the fees in question and information about the specified date and place of signing the appendix to the agreement.

§ 7

1. The student pays the fees specified in § 6 to an individual bank account generated by a computer system, available at http://webdziekanat.p.lodz.pl - after logging in to his/her account. Fees paid to the bank account shall be settled according to the hierarchy of fees specified in Appendix 2 to this Agreement.

2. The fees are paid by the Student on the following dates:

1) the fees referred to in § 6, section 1, para. 1 and 2 - respectively - by the last day preceding the relevant semester of study, whereas the fee for the first semester of the studies to be pursued shall be paid not later than five days before the commencement of the academic year;
2) the fees referred to in § 6 section 1 para. 3 - within 30 days from the date announced to the Student via the WebDziekanat understood as the date of entering the calculation into the computer system of the University;

3) the fees referred to in § 6 section 1 paragraphs 4 and 5 - a single payment to be settled within 14 days from the date of delivery of the letter informing about the amount of the fee. Upon written request of the Student, the Rector, having received an opinion from the head of a basic organisational unit running a study programme, may extend the deadline for the payment of the fee or agree to the payment of the fee in instalments;
4) the fees referred to in § 6 section 1 paragraphs 6, 7 and 8 – a single payment to be settled in the amount specified in separate regulations before the issuance of the documents to which the fee relates.

3. The fee shall be paid within the time limits specified in section 2 of this paragraph, without any additional request for payment made to the Student. The date of payment of the fee is the date on which the funds have been deposited on the bank account of the University.
4. The fees referred to in § 6 paid after the lapse of the prescribed period shall be subject to statutory interest. 

5. The tuition fees referred to in section 1, para. 1 and 2 shall not be reimbursed except in the following cases:

1) The Student or the University terminated the contract before the commencement of education;

2) Student was granted leave or resigned from education for health reasons as confirmed by a medical certificate or for other important, documented random incidents.

In such cases, the part of the fee corresponding to the period of not receiving education shall be reimbursed. The period of not receiving education is counted from the date of submission of a written declaration of resignation from studies or a written request for granting leave by the Student to the head of the basic organisational unit running the study programme. The fee shall be refunded to the bank account number specified in the written request by the Student in the currency in which the fee was paid, with no bank interest.

§ 8
Failure to timely pay the due fee shall constitute grounds for removal from the list of students after prior request for payment of any outstanding financial arrears to the University has been sent to the Student.

§ 9
1.
This agreement is concluded for the entire duration of the studies, as defined in the study programme.

2.
In the event of extending the period of study in the cases specified in the Study Regulations at the Lodz University of Technology, the period of validity of the contract shall be extended accordingly.

3.
The Agreement expires upon the completion of studies by the Student or removal from the list of students by means of a final decision.

§ 10
1.
Either Party may terminate the Agreement at any time:

1)
University, in the event of:

a)
the loss by the University of the authorisation to run a study programme at a given level of studies,

b)
failure of the Student to meet the obligations arising from the Agreement;

2)
Student, in the event of:

a)
submitting a written resignation from studies,

b)
failure of the University to meet the obligations arising from the Agreement,

c)
the loss by the University of the authorisation to run a study programme at a given level of studies.

2.
Termination of the agreement should be made in writing under pain of nullity.

3.
Termination of the agreement by the Student shall be tantamount to resignation from studies.

§ 11
1.
Any amendment to the provisions of the Agreement must be made in writing under pain of nullity, subject to the provisions of § 6 of the Agreement in the event of a change in the procedure for payment of fees, a change in the bank account number of the University to which fees should be paid, a change in the name of the unit running the study programme and a change in the address of the parties, which do not constitute an amendment to the Agreement.
2.
In matters not regulated by this Agreement, relevant provisions of the Act, executive regulations to the Act, the Statutes of the Lodz University of Technology, the Regulations of Studies at the Lodz University of Technology and internal regulations issued on their basis by the authorised bodies of the University, as well as in matters not regulated by these, the provisions of the Civil Code shall apply.

3.
Any disputes arising out of this Agreement shall be settled by the competent court with respect to the seat of the University.

4.
The Agreement has been prepared in 2 identical copies, 1 copy for each of the Parties.

5.
The Agreement was drawn up in the Polish language with the attached translation into English. The basis for interpretation of the agreement is the Polish version.
