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Ordinance No. 59/2020
Rector of Lodz University of Technology
of November 6, 2020
on establishing the Regulations of the Own Scholarship Fund of Lodz University of Technology
Based on Article. 23 sec. 1 and sec. 2 point 2, art. 420 paragraph 1 and sec. 2 of the Act of July 20, 2018 - Law on Higher Education and Science (i.e. Journal Of Laws of 2020, item 85, as amended) and § 14 sec. 1 and sec. 2, § 26 section 7 of the Statute of Lodz University of Technology - Resolution No. 88/2019 of the Senate of Lodz University of Technology of July 10, 2019, I order the following:
§ 1
I establish the Regulations of the Own Scholarship Fund of Lodz University of Technology, which are attached to this ordinance.
§ 2
1.
The regulations referred to in § 1 enter into force on November 6, 2020.
2.
The Regulations of the Own Scholarship Fund of Lodz University of Technology of July 24, 2014 shall no longer apply.
§ 3
The regulation comes into force on November 6, 2020.

Regulations of the Own Scholarship Fund
of Lodz University of Technology
Chapter 1
General provisions
§ 1
1.
The resources of the Own Scholarship Fund of Lodz University of Technology's, hereinafter referred to as the "Fund", come from the following sources:
1)
from the write-off to the costs of activities in the field of education and scientific activities, no more than 20% of the planned profit for a given year, and in the case of achieving a profit lower than planned, the write-off is determined in an appropriate proportion, and in the case of achieving a higher profit, the write-off is determined in planned size;
2)
from contributions from natural and legal persons allocated to this Fund.
2.
The fund is allocated to:
1)
research scholarships for employees and doctoral students and scholarships for academic performance for students of Lodz University of Technology actively seeking to obtain the title of professor, habilitated doctor degree, doctoral degree or the professional title of master engineer / master;
2)
funded scholarships for academic performance for students, if the founder who is a natural or legal person, when making a payment to the Fund, determined the terms of the award in accordance with § 8.
Chapter 2
Research scholarships for employees and doctoral students
and scholarships for academic performance for students
§ 2
1.
The Rector or the appointed Vice-Rector is the administrator of the Fund for scholarships.
2.
The Rector or the indicated Vice-Rector announces the call for applications from candidates applying for a scholarship from this Fund, after the Rector of Lodz University of Technology approves the material and financial plan of Lodz University of Technology, if the state of the fund allows for the granting of new scholarships.
3.
The annual amount of the scholarship for each of the categories of scholarship holders referred to in § 3 is determined by the Rector or the designated Vice-Rector, after consulting Lodz University of Technology Committee for the Own Scholarship Fund, hereinafter referred to as the "Committee", taking into account the resources of the Fund.
4.
The Committee for the Own Scholarship Fund of Lodz University of Technology is appointed by the Rector for the duration of his/her term of office. The Committee is composed of: one representative of each of the scientific disciplines in which the University is authorized to award academic degrees, and one representative of doctoral students and students. The chairman of the Committee is the Rector or the appointed Vice-Rector.
5.
Representatives of scientific disciplines are proposed by the relevant councils of scientific disciplines, a representative of doctoral students by the Doctoral Students' Council of Lodz University of Technology, and a student representative by the Student Government of Lodz University of Technology.
6.
The period of membership in the Commission of a representative of doctoral students and a representative of students is consistent with the term of office of competent self-government bodies.
§ 3
The following persons can apply for scholarships:
1)
employees for whom TUL is the primary place of work, who are under the age of 45 in the year of submitting the application and are conducting advanced works on the research topic of priority for the University, contributing to increasing the scientific and research achievements shown in the application for the initiation of the procedure for awarding the title of professor ;
2)
employees for whom TUL is the primary place of work, who have not exceeded the age of 35 in the year of application and are conducting advanced work on the research topic of priority for the University, contributing to increasing the scientific and research achievements shown in the application for the initiation of the procedure for awarding the post-doctoral degree (habilitation);
3)
employees for whom TUL is the primary place of work, who have not exceeded the age of 28 in the year of application and are conducting advanced work on a doctoral dissertation on a research topic of priority for the University;
4)
participants of doctoral studies organized by Lodz University of Technology and doctoral students of the Interdisciplinary Doctoral School of Lodz University of Technology, who were not older than 28 in the application year or are participants in the fourth year of doctoral studies organized by Lodz University of Technology at the latest, or are doctoral students no later than the fourth year of studies at the Interdisciplinary Doctoral School of Lodz University of Technology, are finishing work on their doctoral dissertation and during their studies have shown an active contribution to the research work of the University;
5)
second-cycle students who participate in research on one of the research topics of priority for the University, significantly contribute to increasing the research output of the University and will pursue their master's thesis at Lodz University of Technology.
§ 4
1.
Candidates applying for the scholarship, listed in § 3, submit an application according to the template set out in Appendix 1 to the Regulations, together with the following attachments:
1)
the application form, according to the template specified in Appendix 2 to the Regulations, signed by the applicant and the head of the unit. In the case of candidates referred to in § 3 points 4 and 5, the head of the unit should be understood as the head of the unit where the doctoral or master's thesis is carried out;
2)
curriculum vitae;
3)
information on the scientific achievements to date, according to the template specified in Appendix 3 to the Regulations;
4)
a research project plan to be carried out while benefiting from the scholarship.
2.
Candidates listed in § 3 point 3 and point 4 additionally submit an opinion of a research supervisor, and candidates listed in § 3 point 2 - an opinion of the head of the department organizational unit employing them (institute director, head of department) or university-wide unit.
3.
Research projects submitted to the Fund should not overlap with projects financed from other public funds.
4.
The application for a scholarship, addressed to the Rector or the vice-rector indicated by him, along with the complete set of documents, shall be submitted by the candidate at the place and on the dates announced by the Rector or the indicated Vice-Rector.
5.
An agreement for the implementation of the scholarship from the Fund is concluded with the person who has been awarded the scholarship, according to the template specified in Appendix 4 to the Regulations. On the part of Lodz University of Technology, the contract is signed by the  Rector or the appointed Vice-Rector.
6.
If a scholarship is awarded to a doctoral student or student, it is necessary to conclude an agreement with him on the division of rights to the results of the project.
§ 5
1.
The scholarship is paid for a maximum of 12 months, as requested, in monthly installments, with payment at the end of each calendar month.
2.
After submitting the thesis constituting the basis for awarding the degree for which the scholarship was awarded for review, before the deadline for which the scholarship was granted, the payment of the scholarship is automatically terminated.
§ 6
1.
Candidates for scholarships are selected by the Commission on a competitive basis . 
2.
When considering applications, the Commission, after confirming that the formal requirements are met, assesses the candidate's scientific achievements and the scientific value of the research project.
3.
The decision to grant the scholarship is made by the Rector or the Vice-Rector appointed by him/her on the basis of the Commission's proposal.
4. 
The Rector or the vice-rector appointed by him/her, after consulting the Committee, shall annually determine the monthly rate of scholarship for each of the categories of scholarship holders referred to in § 3, taking into account the financial resources of the Fund.
§ 7
1.
The purpose of the scholarship is to present the thesis / achievements / application for evaluation, which is the basis for awarding the title of professor, academic degree, or the professional title of magister / magister engineer for which it was awarded.
2.
Within 3 months from the date of the end of the scholarship payment period, the scholarship holder sends to the Science Section a report on the research carried out, along with a list of scientific achievements.
3.
The scholarship holder immediately submits to the Science Section the following information: about submitting a request to initiate the procedure for awarding the title of professor / requesting initiation of the procedure for awarding the degree of habilitated doctor / submitting a doctoral dissertation / submitting a master's thesis.
4.
After the deadline declared by the scholarship holder: submitting a request to initiate the procedure for awarding the title of professor / filing a request to initiate the procedure for awarding the post-doctoral degree (habilitation)  / submitting a doctoral dissertation / submitting a thesis or a letter indicated by the Vice-Rector explaining the reasons for the delay or inability to meet the undertaken obligations.
Chapter 3
Scholarships funded for academic performance for students 
§ 8
1.
The Rector or the appointed Vice-Rector  is the administrator of the Fund for scholarships funded for academic performance.
2.
The recipients of scholarships funded for students' learning achievements are defined by the founder, and if not so defined - by the Rector or the indicated Vice-Rector.
3.
Documents required from candidates applying for a scholarship funded for academic performance for students as well as the amount of the scholarship and the period of its payment are specified by the founder.
4.
Applications for a scholarship funded for academic performance for students are examined by a commission appointed by the Rector, the commission is composed of a representative of the founder and representatives of other institutions indicated by him/her.
5.
Conditions for paying the funded scholarship for academic performance specified in the agreement concluded between Lodz University of Technology, the founder and the scholarship holder.
6.
Withdrawal of the scholarship funded for academic performance for students may take place in the cases provided for in the contract, at the request of the founder or Lodz University of Technology in consultation with the founder.
Chapter 4
Final Provisions
§ 9
1.
The Rector or the appointed Vice-Rector, after consulting the Committee, may decide to withdraw the scholarship.
2.
The decision to withdraw the scholarship means withholding the payment of the remaining part of the scholarship and is effective at the beginning of the month following its issuance. In particular, the scholarship may be withdrawn if the scholarship holder:
1)
violates the intellectual property rights of TUL;
2)
fails to fulfill his obligations under the employment relationship, the Regulations of studies at Lodz University of Technology, the Regulations of doctoral studies at Lodz University of Technology or the Regulations of the Interdisciplinary Doctoral School of Lodz University of Technology;
3)
jeopardizes the good name of Lodz University of Technology;
4)
will undertake competitive activities against Lodz University of Technology.
§ 10
1.
The scholarship from the Fund is awarded independently of other scholarships and benefits.
2.
In matters not covered by the Regulations, the provisions of law and the decisions of the competent authorities of Lodz University of Technology shall apply.

§ 4

Lodz University of Technology is obliged to:

2)
providing the Scholarship Holder with the hardware and laboratory facilities at his disposal, provided that this obligation does not entail an excessive burden on his units and disorganization of their work;
3)
providing substantive and didactic assistance provided by the Scholarship Holder's academic tutor as part of his / her official duties.
§ 5
1.
The scholarship holder undertakes, above all, to make every effort to achieve the goal referred to in § 7 of the Regulations of the Own Scholarship Fund of Lodz University of Technology's.
2.
Moreover, the scholarship holder undertakes to:
1)
not infringe the intellectual property rights of TUL;
2)
not jeopardize the good name of TUL;
3)
not take competitive actions against Lodz University of Technology;
4)
fulfill the obligations incumbent on him/her due to the employment relationship / being a student / participant of doctoral studies / doctoral student at the Interdisciplinary Doctoral School of Lodz University of Technology ∗ ) ;
5)
comply with health and safety and fire protection rules in force at Lodz University of Technology;
6)
follow the instructions and recommendations of their research supervisor during the period covered by the scholarship (not applicable to scholarship holders working on obtaining the title of professor);
7)
implement of the research program declared in the application, and in the event of a change in the research plan, agreeing it with the academic tutor (not applicable to scholarship holders working on obtaining the title of professor).
§ 6∗)
[applies to students who are not employees of TUL]
In order to regulate the mutual obligations of the Parties regarding the intellectual property resulting from the implementation of the scholarship, an agreement will be signed between them on the principles of the division of intellectual property rights arising during cooperation, in accordance with § 4 sec. 6 of the Regulations of the Own Scholarship Fund of Lodz University of Technology.
§ 7
The parties will try to settle their disputes amicably. If an amicable solution is not possible, the court competent for the settlement of disputes arising from the implementation of this agreement will be the common court competent for the seat of Lodz University of Technology.
