3. In order to be granted funds for Open Access publications, the following documents should be submitted:
a) application to the Subtask Supervisor (Vice-Rector for Science) – the template is attached,
b) copy of the article or the address of the website where the article was published,
c) invoice for publication (paid, described, included in costs in accordance with the guidelines contained in point 4 of these Regulations and approved by the Head of the Unit).
4. In the description of the invoice, please indicate the recording account of the performance-based budget according to the following format:

6. Co-financing applies only to publications with at least 100 points according to the ministerial list of scientific journals and reviewed materials from international conferences valid at the time of publication.
7. The funds administrator reserves the right to co-finance the publication with an amount lower than 100% of the costs in case of works whose co-authors have affiliations other than Lodz University of Technology.
8. The costs of publication shall be charged to the research account of the unit concerned when:
· the documentation referred to in point 3 is not submitted;

· the documentation does not fulfil the conditions set out in point 4;
· the funds administrator decides to co-finance less than 100% of the publication costs (the amount that the funds administrator has decided not to allocate will be charged to the unit account).
