of the Senate of Lodz University of Technology

of 26 May 2021

Rules for charging fees for educational services and other services provided by Lodz University of Technology from foreigners - non-Polish nationals not listed in Article 324(2) of the Act of 20 July 2018 – Law on Higher Education and Science, pursuing education at first and second cycle studies and postgraduate studies, as well as the conditions and procedure for exemption from fees

Pursuant to Article 79, Article 323 and Article 324 of the Act of 20 July 2018 – Law on Higher Education and Science (i.e. Journal of Laws of 2021, item 478. as amended) and § 34 (3) of the Statute of Lodz University of Technology - Resolution No. 88/2019 of the Senate of Lodz University of Technology of 10 July 2019, it is resolved as follows:
§ 1
General provisions
1.
These Rules apply to charging fees for provided educational and other services and for the issuance of documents related to studies at Lodz University of Technology from foreign nationals, i.e. persons without Polish citizenship, not listed in Article 324(2) of the Act of 20 July 2018 – Law on Higher Education and Science, hereinafter referred to as the PSWiN Act.
2.
Lodz University of Technology, hereinafter referred to as the University, may charge the persons referred to in the Resolution with fees for educational services, such as:
1)
education at part-time studies,
2)
education at full-time studies;
3)
retaking certain courses in full-time programmes for unsatisfactory academic record;
4)
retaking certain courses in part-time programmes for unsatisfactory academic record;
5)
classes not included in the study program;

6)
education at postgraduate studies and other forms of education.
3.
Lodz University of Technology may also charge foreigners referred to in the Resolution for:
1)
admissions procedure;
2)
acknowledgement of student learning outcomes;
3)
issuing ID cards and their duplicates;
4)
issuing an additional copy of the diploma of graduation or a copy of the diploma supplement in a foreign language as referred to in Article 77(2) of the PSWiN Act; 
5)
issuing a duplicate of the diploma of graduation and the diploma supplement;
6)
authentication of documents intended for legal transactions abroad;
7)
accommodation in student halls of residence of the University.
4.
Lodz University of Technology does not charge any fees for verification of student outcomes defined in the study program or for the issuance of documents related to the course of study other than those specified in 3 (3-6).
5.
The amount of fees referred to in 2 and 3 (3-6) for a cycle of study commencing in a given academic year shall be determined by the Rector. The amount of fees for accommodation in TUL student halls of residence is determined by the Rector.
6.
The fees referred to in 2 and 3 (3-6) are established for a full cycle of study, and until the completion of a course of study by students enrolled in a given academic year on a given programme of study, the University may not increase the amount of fees or introduce new fees.
7.
In case of transfer from another university, a student changing the field of study, mode of study or programme of study, the amount of fees determined for the full educational cycle to which the student is transferred applies.
Fees for courses taken to make up curriculum differences are charged according to the same rules and rates as for the retaking specific courses due to unsatisfactory academic record.
8.
Students who, in a given semester of their studies, are on leave as referred to in §28 of the Study Rules and Regulations at Lodz University of Technology, hereinafter referred to as the Study Regulations (Resolution No. 6/2019 of the Senate of Lodz University of Technology of 24 April 2019) and do not attend any classes shall not be charged the fees referred to in 2(1-4), subject to the case defined in § 28(9) of the Study Regulations.
9.
The fees listed in 2 (1-5) should be paid within the deadlines specified in the agreement on the conditions of payment for educational services referred to in § 7 (3) of the Study Regulations. The fees specified in this resolution shall be expressed, paid and settled in PLN. In case of payments and settlements in other currencies, conversion into PLN shall be made according to the exchange rate of the currency, i.e. the purchase exchange rate of the bank whose services are used by Lodz University of Technology on the day of the actual receipt of payment.
10.
The fees listed in 2(1-5) and in (3) should be transferred to the relevant accounts of the University, in accordance with the rules for making bank payments to the University account – an appendix to this resolution. The fee listed in 2(6) should be paid in accordance with separate regulations for the organisation of postgraduate programmes and other forms of education.
11.
The date of payment shall be the date on which the money is credited to the specified bank account of Lodz University of Technology.

12.
Statutory interest shall be charged on fees paid after the deadline.

13.
Lodz University of Technology shall pursue the collection of fees for the educational services in accordance with the procedure laid down by law.
14.
Failure to pay the fees related to the course of studies may be the basis for removing the student from the register of students after the student has been summoned to pay the outstanding financial arrears to the University.
15.
The payment of all financial obligations towards TUL is a condition for admission to the diploma examination.
16.
A foreign national studying at Lodz University of Technology on the basis of an international agreement or an agreement concluded by the University with a domestic or foreign entity referred to in Article 323 (1) of the PSWiN Act, in particular under international exchange programmes or joint degree programmes, shall pay fees for educational services and for the issuance of documents related to the course of study pursuant to the rules set forth in such agreements. If the provisions of the aforementioned agreement do not regulate otherwise the detailed rules and conditions for determining, reducing and collecting fees covered by this resolution, the provisions of this resolution shall apply accordingly.
§ 2
Fees for full-time and part-time degree programmes
1.
Full-time and part-time first- and second-cycle students shall pay tuition fees based on this resolution in the amount determined by the Rector in accordance with the concluded agreement on the conditions of payment for educational services referred to in § 7(3) of the Study Regulations.
2.
In the event of the student's expulsion from the register of students during the semester, the fee paid or its part resulting from instalments shall be reimbursed, at the student's request, in a part proportional to the period of classes not attended counted respectively from the date of the student's expulsion from the register of students.
3.
In case of resignation from the studies during the semester, the paid fee or its part, resulting from instalments, is subject to refund, at the student's request, in a part proportional to the period of classes not attended, calculated respectively from the date of the student's written resignation from the studies.
§ 3
Fees for retaking specific classes at full-time and part-time studies
as a result of unsatisfactory academic record
1.
Students of all years and fields of study at full-time and part-time studies pay fees related to retaking of classes in the amount determined by the Rector pursuant to §1(2) (3 and 4) according to the following rules:
1)
Students with conditional registration for a given semester and who retake classes binding in a given semester pay in that semester, in addition to the semester fee, an additional fee for each ECTS credit assigned to the retaken classes, which results from the formula:
Fee for 1 ECTS credit = (1/sum of ECTS credits per semester according to the study program) x fee per semester
"fee per semester" shall mean the amount of the semester fee applicable to a course of study as determined by the Rector in accordance with §1(6);
2)
students repeating a semester or a year of study shall pay in the retaken period of study only the fee for the retaking of courses run in the given semester, in the amount resulting from the product of the number of ECTS credits assigned to the retaken classes and the fee per ECTS credit calculated according to the rules set out in 1, subject to par. 2;
3)
the fee rates for the retaking of classes in physical education for which no credits are allocated in the study program are set by the Rector and the fees are charged according to the hourly number of retaken classes.
4)
no fee is not charged for retaking compulsory internships.
2.
Students who have not submitted their diploma thesis within the set deadline and obtained permission to extend the deadline for submitting the diploma thesis shall pay a fee for the retaking of classes necessary to prepare the diploma thesis. This fee is independent of the fee charged for the retaking of other classes. The amount of this fee depends on the number of ECTS credits assigned in the study program to the course "diploma thesis" or an equivalent course leading to the submission of the diploma thesis, the fee for 1 ECTS credit calculated according to the formula set out in 1 (1) and the thesis progress expressed in % as defined by the thesis supervisor and is set individually for each student before the beginning of the retaken semester by the Dean for Student Affairs according to the formula:
Fee = Number of ECTS credits assigned to the thesis x the rate for 1 ECTS credit (100% - % of the thesis advancement)
"fee per 1 ECTS credit" – shall be determined in accordance with the formula set out in 1(1).
§ 4

Fees for courses not included in the study program
Fees may be charged for courses not included in the study program in the amount resulting from the product of the number of ECTS credits assigned to the course and the fee per 1 ECTS credit calculated according to the rules laid down in §3(1).
§ 5
Fees for postgraduate programmes and other forms of education
1. The amount of tuition fees for postgraduate studies and other forms of education is set for a given form and edition by the Rector in accordance with the procedure specified in the Rector's Ordinance No. 65/2019 of 31 October 2019 on the rules of organisation and conduct of postgraduate studies, retraining and training courses at Lodz University of Technology.
2. The rules and deadlines for payment of fees for postgraduate studies and other forms of education shall be determined for a given mode and edition by the head of a given form of education.
§ 6
Fees for admission procedure 
Candidates for degree programmes at Lodz University of Technology shall pay a fee for the admission procedure in the amount determined by the minister responsible for higher education in accordance with Article 81(13) of the Law on Higher Education and Science.
§ 7
Fees for acknowledging student outcomes
Fees are charged for the procedure of acknowledging student outcomes according to the rules set by the Senate of TUL. The amount of fees is determined by the Rector.
§ 8
Procedure and conditions for exemption from fees
1. Partial or total exemption from fees may apply to the fees for:
1)
full-time degree programmes in Polish;
2)
full-time degree programmes in a language other than Polish
3)
retaking specific classes in full-time studies in Polish as a result of unsatisfactory academic record;
4)
retaking specific classes in full-time programmes run in a language other than Polish due to unsatisfactory academic record;
5)
postgraduate programmes and other forms of education.
2.
A foreign national may be exempted from the fees referred to in 1 on the basis of:
1)
the administrative decision of the Rector;
2)
the decision of the minister or the director of the NAWA with regard to its scholarship holders.
3.
The conditions and procedure for obtaining a decision on exemption from the fees referred to in 1 (1 and 2) for the entire period of studies at the stage of enrolment are defined by the Rector in separate regulations.
4.
The following students may apply for the full exemption from tuition fees referred to in 1 (1, 2, 3 and 4) during studies:
1)
they are foster children and are in an exceptionally difficult financial situation – the financial situation should be considered on the basis of the criteria for granting a social scholarship and documented with a certificate of income translated by a sworn translator into Polish or English;
2)
they participate in an international scholarship exchange – the exemption from fees applies only to the period of stay abroad.
5.
The following students may apply for partial exemption from fees referred to in 1 (1, 2, 3 and 4) for a given period of study:
1)
they are at least at the 2nd year of studies and are in an extremely difficult financial situation – the financial situation should be considered on the basis of the criteria for granting a social scholarship and documented with a certificate of income translated by a sworn translator into Polish or English;
2)
they are at least at the 2nd year of studies and have very good academic results (the min. value of 4.00 of the weighted average of the grades from the courses completed in the previous study period calculated according to § 18(5) of the Study Regulations);
3)
they are at least at the 2nd year of studies and have obtained, during their studies at TUL, outstanding results in sport at the national or international level certified by appropriate documents translated into Polish or English by a sworn translator.
6.
The decision to exempt a student from the fee referred to in 4 and 5 shall be issued at the student's written request by the Vice-Dean for Student Affairs of the organisational unit providing education in the field of study concerned who acts under the authority of the Rector.
7.
A student applying for the exemption referred to in 4 or 5 shall submit a written, documented request to the relevant Vice-Dean for Student Affairs, drawn up in accordance with a set specimen, before the expiry of the applicable fee payment deadline or within seven days of the occurrence of the circumstances giving rise to the fee change. In case of students pursuing education at IFE, the application must be approved in advance by the Director of the International Cooperation Centre of TUL.
8.
The student may be exempted in full or in part from all other fees charged for the retaking specific classes for which the reason for failing to obtain credit was the confirmed lack of attendance at classes or tests/examinations, or the student's inability to participate in classes, tests or examinations conducted using distance learning techniques and methods due to the suspension of classes at TUL caused by the SARS-CoV-2 virus. The decision to waive fees for this reason is made individually for each student by the Vice-Dean for Student Affairs on his/her own initiative or upon a documented written request of the student submitted to the Vice-Dean for Student Affairs before the expiry of the deadline for payment of the imposed fee. In case of students pursuing courses at IFE, the request must be approved in advance by the Director of the International Cooperation Centre at TUL.
9.
Participants in an exceptionally difficult financial situation may apply for total or partial exemption from the fees referred to in 1(5). The financial situation should be considered on the basis of the criteria for granting social scholarships and documented with a certificate of income translated into Polish or English by a sworn translator.
10.
The decision on the fee exemption referred to in 9 is made upon a written documented request of a foreigner by the Rector.  The application requires a prior opinion of the competent head of the form of training concerned.
11.
A foreign national pursuing studies at Lodz University of Technology on the basis of an international agreement or pursuant to an agreement concluded by the University with a domestic or foreign entity listed in Article 323(1) of the PSWiN Act, in particular as part of international exchange programmes or joint degree programmes, may be exempted from the tuition fees referred to in 1 in full or in part pursuant to the rules specified in such agreements.
§ 9
Final provisions
1. The Resolution No. 56/2020 of the Senate of Lodz University of Technology of 24 June 2020 Rules for charging fees for educational services and other services provided by Lodz University of Technology from foreigners - persons who are not Polish citizens not listed in Article 324(2) of the Act of 20 July 2018 - Law on Higher Education and Science, pursuing education at first-cycle and second-cycle degree programmes and postgraduate programmes, as well as the conditions and procedure for exemption from the fees, shall be repealed.
2. The resolution comes into force on 1 June 2021 and applies from the academic year 2021/2022.
Appendix to Resolution No. 20/2021 of the Senate of Lodz University of Technology of 26 May 2021 Rules for charging fees for educational services and other services provided by Lodz University of Technology from persons who are not Polish citizens and who are not listed in Article 324(2) of the Act of 20 July 2018 - Law on Higher Education and Science, pursuing education at first-cycle and second-cycle studies and postgraduate studies and other forms of education, and establishing the conditions and procedure for exemption from such fees.
Rules for making bank payments to the University bank account
1.
The student has one bank account related to the student register number (if the student has two register numbers, he/she has two accounts).
2.
The account remains unchanged during the entire course of studies.
3.
If the student does not specify the purpose of the payment in the title of the transfer to the above account, such payments are settled according to the hierarchy of fees in the following manner:
a. Order of fees for a person AG-TG
:
i. Fee for a student ID card,
b. Order of charges for a student register (TG-T1…TN
):
i. Fee for education,
ii. Fee for repeating classes,
iii. Fee for courses not included in the study program,
iv. Statutory interest
v. Other fees,
c. The order of fees for the type
:
i. From the fee required the earliest.
� AG-TG – main register no. – main course of study – means a fee for a natural person


� TG-T1-…TN – if a student has several courses of study within one register no., the payment amount covers the tuition fees for the main course of study, course 1, course N;


� in case of several tuition fees (e.g. instalments) they are paid according to the maturity date
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
