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Ordinance No. 67/2020
of the Rector of Lodz University of Technology
of 30 November 2020
on the Rules for awards supporting scientific excellence of employees, doctoral students and students of Lodz University of Technology under the program "Excellence Initiative - Research University"
Pursuant to Article 23(1) and (2) (2) of the Act of 20 July 2018 - Law on Higher Education and Science (i.e. Journal of Laws of 2020, item 85, as amended amended) and § 14(1) and (2) of the Statute of Lodz University of Technology - Resolution No. 88/2019 of the Senate of Lodz University of Technology of 10 July 2019, I hereby order the following:
§ 1
1.
The awards supporting scientific excellence of employees, doctoral students and students of Lodz University of Technology serve to raise the quality level of scientific research conducted at Lodz University of Technology and to obtain the highest scientific categories in disciplines, based on the results of the evaluation of the quality of research activity for years 2017-2021.
2.
The funds for the awards come from a 2% increase in the amount of subsidy from funds for maintenance and development of teaching potential as well as maintenance and development of research potential obtained as a result of Lodz University of Technology joining the competition under the program "Excellence Initiative - Research University".
3.
The administrator of the funds referred to in § 1(2) is the Rector or a vice-rector appointed by the Rector.
§ 2
1.
The awards referred to in § 1(1), are granted to authors of scientific achievements who are:
1)
employees for whom Lodz University of Technology is the primary place of work in the case of academic teachers and full-time employment in the case of other employees;
2)
participants of doctoral studies at Lodz University of Technology or doctoral students of the Interdisciplinary Doctoral School of Lodz University of Technology, hereinafter referred to as doctoral students;
3)
students of Lodz University of Technology.
2.
The awards for employees are granted in the form of a research allowance in accordance with the Remuneration Regulations of Lodz University of Technology defined by the Ordinance No. 25/2020 of the Rector of Lodz University of Technology of 25 March 2020. The awards for doctoral students and students are granted by the Rector.
3.
The awards are granted after the end of each quarter. In justified cases, the Rector may decide to grant awards before the end of the quarter.
§ 3
The awards are granted for the following scientific achievements obtained in a given calendar year, starting from 2020:
1)
publications in the best journals included in the ministerial list of scientific journals and peer-reviewed materials from international conferences at the time of publication of the achievement;
2)
conference papers in the best reviewed materials from international conferences contained in the ministerial list of scientific journals and reviewed materials from international conferences at the time of publication of the achievement;
3)
scientific monographs or chapters in peer-reviewed scientific monographs published in level II publications included in the current, at the time of publishing the achievement, ministerial list of publications publishing peer-reviewed scientific monographs;
4)
national and international patents;
5)
research grants.
§ 4
1.
In the case of awards for achievements referred to in § 3 (1-4), the amount of the award (WN) is calculated on the basis of the following formula:
WN = B × M
where individual components mean:
B -
the base value of the award depends on the scientific value of the achievement according to the following:
–
publication in a journal for 70 points - PLN 500,
–
publication in a journal for 100 points - PLN 1,500,
–
publication in a journal for 140 points - PLN 3,000,
–
publication in a journal for 200 points - PLN 5,000,
–
a paper published in reviewed materials from international conferences for 70 points - 500 PLN,
–
a paper published in reviewed materials from international conferences for 100 points - PLN 1,500,
–
a paper published in reviewed materials from international conferences for 140 points - PLN 3,000,
–
a paper published in reviewed materials from international conferences for 200 points - PLN 5,000,
–
a scientific monograph published in a level II publishing house that publishes peer-reviewed scientific monographs - PLN 10,000,
–
chapter in a peer-reviewed scientific monograph published in a level II publishing house - PLN 2,000,
–
national patent - PLN 2,500,
–
international patent - PLN 3,500,
M –
a multiplier depending on the number of authors of the achievement who are affiliated with Lodz University of Technology:
–
0.5 - for a work in which only one of the authors is affiliated with Lodz University of Technology and no other author has a foreign affiliation,
–
0.7 - for a multi-author work in which only one of the authors is affiliated with Lodz University of Technology, which was created in international cooperation,
–
1.2 - for a two-author work, both authors of which are affiliated with Lodz University of Technology,
–
1.5 - for a multi-author work of which only two authors are affiliated with Lodz University of Technology and which was created in international cooperation,
–
2 - for a multi-author work with at least three authors affiliated with Lodz University of Technology and no other author with foreign affiliation,
–
2.5 - for a multi-author work of which at least three authors are affiliated with Lodz University of Technology and which was created in international cooperation.
2.
Points values of journals and papers in reviewed materials from international conferences are determined on the basis of the ministerial list of scientific journals and reviewed materials from international conferences, binding at the time of publication of the achievement.
3.
Point values of scientific monographs are determined on the basis of the ministerial list of publishers publishing peer-reviewed scientific monographs, binding at the time of publishing the achievement.
4.
A work published in international cooperation is understood as a work in which at least one of the authors not affiliated with Lodz University of Technology is affiliated with a foreign research unit.
5.
A given achievement may be awarded in the competition only once. The granted award will be distributed equally among all authors of the achievement who are affiliated with Lodz University of Technology.
6.
The exception is the achievements whose authors conduct research in various scientific disciplines evaluated at TUL. Such achievements will be awarded independently for each discipline, but for scientific articles, this applies only to those with at least 100 points according to the ministerial list of scientific journals and peer-reviewed materials from international conferences at the time of publication of the achievement.
7.
All award amounts are net amounts calculated for the first tax rate.
§ 5
1.
In the case of awards for achievements referred to in § 3(5), the amount of the award is:
1)
for national grants - PLN 6,000;
2)
for the Miniatura NCN grants - PLN 500;
3)
for grants awarded by science financing institutions other than domestic ones- PLN 12,000.
2.
The awards may be granted regardless of whether Lodz University of Technology is the sole contractor of the project, leader or partner of the consortium.
3.
The possible distribution of the award between the project leader and co-authors from Lodz University of Technology who participated in the preparation of the grant application is determined by the project leader, based on a declaration sent to the University Office for Science.
4.
The declaration referred to in paragraph 3, the project leader shall send information about the possibility of granting the award from the University Office for Science within 7 days.
5.
Failure to submit the declaration results in entering only the project leader on the reference list.
6.
All award amounts are net amounts calculated for the first tax rate.
§ 6
1.
In the case of the achievements referred to in § 3 (1-3), the basis for granting the award by Rector or a vice-rector appointed by the Rector is to enter the data of the publication / conference papers / chapter in the monograph / monograph to the Skryba module (no later than by 31 December of the year for which the awards are granted), and in the case of people employed at Lodz University of Technology, their verification in the University's IT systems. The University Office for Science is responsible for the administrative support of the process.
2.
In the case of achievements referred to in § 3 (4), the basis for granting the award by the Rector or the vice-rector indicated by the Rector is sending the decision on granting a patent by the Intellectual Property Protection Section to the University Office for Science, responsible for the administrative support of the process. Information on granted patents will be submitted by the Intellectual Property Protection Section to the University Office for Science on a monthly basis by the 5th day of each month.
3.
In the event of achievement referred to in § 3 (5), the basis for granting the award by the Rector or the vice-rector indicated by the Rector is the Bursar's confirmation of the conclusion of the contract for the implementation of the research grant, generated from the Recorder of project applications located on the WIKAMP platform, to the University Office for Science, responsible the administrative support of the process. Research grants not entered into the Project Applications Recorder will not be awarded. Information on concluded contracts will be submitted by the Bursar to the University Office for Science every quarter, by the 5th day of the month following the end of the quarter.
§ 7
1.
The University Office for Science draws up reference lists of people proposed for the award, divided into groups of authors of scientific achievements referred to in § 2(1). The Head of the University Office for Science is responsible for the reliability, completeness and correctness of the lists.
2.
Letters of reference are the basis for the University Office for Science to request doctoral students and students to submit a declaration for tax purposes, the specimen of which is attached to this Ordinance.
3.
The declaration for tax purposes referred to in paragraph 2, is submitted to the University Office for Science within 7 days from the date of obtaining information about the possibility of granting the award. Failure to submit the statement within the required deadline is the basis for not granting the award.
4.
Lodz University of Technology reserves the right not to grant the award if it is not possible to contact the author of the achievement, who finished education or work at Lodz University of Technology before the award was granted.
5.
The sum of the awards granted to the author of the scientific achievement in the calculation period of 12 months may not exceed the amount defined in the Remuneration Regulations at Lodz University of Technology for the research allowance.
§ 8
1.
The University Office for Science, by the 30th day of the month following the end of the quarter, after collecting the statements referred to in § 5(3) and § 7(2), on the basis of reference lists, draws up lists of authors of scientific achievements qualified for the awards and submits them to the Rector or a vice-rector appointed by the Rector.
2.
The Rector or the vice-rector appointed by the Rector decides to grant awards.
3.
The list of authors of scientific achievements who have been awarded signed by the Rector or the Vice-Rector indicated by the Rector, is forwarded to the Bursar by the 5th day of the second month following the end of the quarter. The lists are accompanied by the statements referred to in § 7(2).
4.
The University Office for Science draws up the Rector's congratulatory letters, informing the authors of scientific achievements about the awards. A copy of the congratulatory letter in the case of employees of Lodz University of Technology is forwarded to the Human Capital Management Centre for inclusion in the employee documentation.
§ 9
Awards for scientific achievements obtained in 2020 will be awarded once after the end of the year.
§ 10
The Ordinance comes into force on 30 November 2020.
