RULES AND REGULATIONS
of the Scholarship granted to students of Lodz University of Technology for their academic performance under the name of “The Bronowicki Family Scholarship”
§ 1
1.
Scholarships granted to students of Lodz University of Technology for their academic performance, hereinafter referred to as “Scholarships”, are financed form funds donated for this purpose to the Own Scholarship Fund of Lodz University of Technology by the Founder — Mr. Allen J. Bronowicki PhD, aeronautical engineer, US citizen, son of a Polish soldier of World War II.
2.
According to the will of the Founder, the Scholarships are called “The Bronowicki Family Scholarships” and are addressed to students of Lodz University of Technology who meet the terms and conditions referred to in § 3 of these Rules and Regulations, achieving outstanding results in their education and academic work.
3.
The organization of the process of awarding and payment of the Scholarships is carried out in accordance with the provisions of the applicable Regulations of the Own Scholarship Fund of Lodz University of Technology.
4.
Scholarships are awarded on a competitive basis according to the rules set forth in these Rules and Regulations.
5.
Supervision of the organization of the competition is exercised by the Vice-Rector for Science.
§ 2
1.
Scholarships are awarded through a two-stage competition.
2.
The first stage of the competition is organized and carried out independently at the faculties of Lodz University of Technology by the competent deans using the criteria set out in § 3 and § 4 of these Rules and Regulations. Following the first stage qualification, 9 candidates for the Scholarship are selected, one from each faculty of Lodz University of Technology.
3.
In the second stage of the competition, from among the candidates selected in the first stage, the beneficiaries of the Scholarship are selected in accordance with § 6(4) of these Rules and Regulations.
4.
The selection shall be made and Scholarships shall be awarded by the Committee for the Own Scholarship Fund, referred to in the Ordinance No. 40/2021 of the Rector of Lodz University of Technology dated 27 July 2021 on establishing the Regulations of the Own Scholarship Fund of Lodz University of Technology, hereinafter referred to as the "Committee".
§ 3
The scholarship may be awarded to a student of Lodz University of Technology, who, in accordance with the will of the Founder, jointly meets the following conditions:
1)
has Polish citizenship or is a holder of the Card of the Pole or a person who has been issued a decision on the determination of Polish origin;
2)
is a student of second-cycle studies and a graduate of first-cycle studies at Lodz University of Technology;
3)
obtained full or conditional registration for the 2nd or 3rd semester of study in the academic year in which the Scholarship will be paid;
4)
does not repeat a year of study in the academic year in which the Scholarship will be paid;
5)
was not a beneficiary of the Scholarship for students of Lodz University of Technology for academic performance under the name of “The Bronowicki Family Scholarship”.
§ 4
When selecting candidates for the Scholarship, the following educational results and achievements of students are taken into account:
1)
numerical result of first-cycle studies completed at Lodz University of Technology;
2)
numerical evaluation from the diploma thesis of the first cycle studies completed at Lodz University of Technology;
3)
evaluation of achievements and scientific output obtained in the 3 years preceding the academic year in which the Scholarship will be paid (publications, patents, participation in research projects, etc.);
4)
opinions of scientific supervisors.
§ 5
1.
The student applying for the Scholarship prepares an application for the Scholarship with information confirming the achievements attained. The specimen of the application and the scope of information required shall be set out in the Appendix to these Rules and Regulations.
2.
The student submits the completed and signed application with appendices documenting the results and achievements specified in § 4 in person or by mail to the dean's office of the student's own faculty by 2:00 p.m. on the first working day following October 10. Applications received after this date will not be considered.
§ 6
1.
The dean of the faculty or a person/committee authorized by him/her shall verify the applicant student's fulfillment of the access criteria set forth in § 3 of these Rules and Regulations and shall evaluate the academic performance and achievements set forth in § 4. If necessary, the dean may call on the applying student to supplement the application documentation, setting a deadline for submission of the supplements.
2.
After verifying the applications and evaluating the academic performance and achievements, the dean makes a decision to select one faculty candidate for the Scholarship. The dean's decision is final and non-appealable.
3.
After the selection, the dean shall forward the application of the selected candidate, together with the reasons for the selection, to the Committee by October 24.
4.
The Committee, within 2 weeks, evaluates the academic performance and achievements of the candidates selected through the first stage and decides on the award of Scholarships and their amounts. Decisions on the number and amounts of Scholarships awarded are made in consultation with the Vice-Rector for Science, based on information on the status of funds allocated for Scholarships. The amounts of Scholarships awarded are given in US dollars. The Committee's decisions are final and non-appealable.
5.
Minutes of the Committee's meeting are drawn up and signed by the members of the Committee.
6.
The Chairperson of the Committee shall forward the list of Scholarships awarded to the Vice-Rector for Science.
§ 7
1.
Scholarships are paid on the basis of agreements concluded between Lodz University of Technology and the scholarship beneficiary.
2.
Granted Scholarships are paid in three monthly instalments , in Polish zlotys, after converting the dollar amount of the awarded Scholarship according to the current bank exchange rate.
3.
Granted Scholarships are free of income tax in accordance with Article 21 (1) (40b) of the Act of 26 July 1991 on personal income tax (i.e. Journal of Laws of 2021, item 1128, as amended).
4.
The decision to award the Scholarship shall expire on the last day of the month in which the scholarship recipient loses his/her status as a student of Lodz University of Technology.
§ 8
Decisions on matters not governed by these Rules and Regulations shall be taken by the Vice-Rector for Science of Lodz University of Technology.
