On the modes, forms and deadlines for submitting applications for material assistance for students and participants of doctoral studies at Lodz University of Technology in the academic year 2023/24
1. Students/doctoral candidates may apply for maintenance grants, maintenance grants for disabled persons, and aid grants throughout the academic year (subject to the following arrangements). Grants/scholarships are paid from the month in which the application is received (for applications submitted before the academic year, scholarships are due from October). 
2. Due to the competitive nature of the awarding of the Rector's scholarship, applications for this benefit are submitted only by the deadlines specified below. 
3. Applications for material assistance should be generated and printed via Webdziekanat, signed and submitted in this form by the deadlines.

Deadlines for submitting applications for material assistance with attachments 
:
1) Maintenance grant, increased maintenance grant and grant for disabled people - benefits awarded for the academic year:
a) first-year students:
I. studies starting from October 2023 (winter sem.) submit documents from October 1 to 31, 2023;
II. studies starting from February 2024 (summer sem.) submit documents from March 11 to 31, 2024;
b) Students/doctoral students of other years of study:
submit documents from June 1, 2023, to October 31, 2023 (submission of an application by the end of October entitles the applicant to receive the benefit from October);
2) Rector's scholarship for students:
a) 1st semester first-cycle students: 
submit documents from October 2 to 8, 2023 (first payment in November with compensation for October);
b) Students of the 1st semester of the second cycle, enrolled from the winter semester:
submit documents from October 16 to October 22, 2023 (first payment in November with compensation for October);
c) Students in the upper years of first and second cycle studies, (odd semesters):
submit documents from October 2 to 8, 2023 (first payment in November with compensation for October);
d) students even semesters second-cycle students:
submit documents from October 2 to 8, 2023 (first payment in November with compensation for October);
e) 1st semester second-cycle students enrolled from the summer semester (enrolled in February/March):
submit documents from March 11 to 17, 2024 (first payment in April with compensation for March).

Applications should be submitted to the Benefit Service Section (hereinafter referred to as SOS) with the necessary attachments as follows:
a) dropping the application into drop boxes - drop boxes

b) personal submission of the required documentation at the SOS - Building A33, entrance E, 4th floor;
c) sending to the electronic inbox of Lodz University of Technology on the ePUAP platform: /PolitLodz/SkrytkaESP signed with an electronic signature (signature confirmed by a trusted profile or qualified electronic signature,) a file (or each file) containing a scan or photo of the original completed and signed application and scans or photos of all required documents (certificates, statements, etc.);
d) sending via the Polish Post a parcel containing the originals of the above-mentioned documents, addressed to: Sekcja Obsługi Świadczeń PŁ, ul. Żeromskiego 116, 90-924 Łódź;
2) maintenance grant for disabled persons:
Applications with attachments should be submitted in one of the following ways:
a) Personal submission of documents to the Office for People with Disabilities during designated hours-Building A30;
b) sending via the Polish Post a parcel containing the originals of the signed application with attachments addressed to the address: Biuro ds. Osób Niepełnosprawnych PŁ, ul. Żeromskiego 116, bud. A30, 90-924 Łódź;
c) sending to the Lodz University of Technology's electronic mailbox on the ePUAP platform: /PolitLodz/SkrytkaESP signed with an electronic signature (signature confirmed with a trusted profile or qualified electronic signature) of a file (or each file) containing a scan or photo of the original completed and signed application and scans or photos of all required documents (certificates, statements, etc.). The proposal goes to SOŚ
6.   A student who extends his stay abroad or domestically within the framework of the study program (Learning Agreement) or within the framework of the MOSTECH program for the summer semester of the academic year 2023/24, can still have all the benefits they applied for before their departure paid out within the relevant deadlines. In order to do so, approval must be obtained from the relevant Vice-Dean for Student Affairs to extend the stay. Such an application, addressed to the Dean with the required attachments and signatures, should be received by the Dean's office by February 29, 2024.

Deadlines for determining the number of students for the purpose of determining the number of scholarship recipients eligible to receive the Rector's scholarship for students:
1) For students admitted to study at TUL from the winter semester and students of even-numbered semesters of second-cycle studies admitted from the summer semester - as of October 13, 2023; 
2) for 1st-semester students admitted to study at TUL from the summer semester - as of March 15, 2024.

The deadline for the final issuance of decisions granting an increase in the Rector's scholarship for students is:
1) For students admitted to study at TUL from the winter semester and students of even-numbered semesters of the second-cycle studies admitted from the summer semester - January 31, 2024; 
2) For 1st-semester students admitted to study at TUL from the summer semester - May 31, 2024.

� Starting in September 2023, application boxes will be made available for students in Building A33, Entrance E, which can be used during the building's opening hours. Confirmation of the application will be sent via university e-mail on the first working day following the day the application is placed with the box.
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
