1) Participants of doctoral studies, admitted to study from the winter semester, for whom the year of study coincides with the academic year - submit applications:
in the period October 2-6, 2023 (the first possible payment in November with compensation for October),
2) Participants of doctoral studies of all years, admitted to study from the summer semester (admitted to study in February/March), for whom the year of study falls within two academic years - submit applications:
in the period February 26-March 1, 2024.
2. How to apply
:
Applications with attachments should be submitted in one of the following ways:
1) personally submit the application to the dean's office at the designated locations and times;
2) send the application via the Polish Postal Service addressed to the address of the dean's office with the note on the envelope "wniosek stypendialny"; 
3) send to the Lodz University of Technology electronic mailbox on the ePUAP platform: /PolitLodz/SkrytkaESP signed with an electronic signature confirmed by a trusted profile or qualified electronic signature) of a file (or each file) containing a scan or photo of the original completed and signed application and scans or photos of all required documents (certificates, statements, etc.). The application is sent to the Benefits Services (SOŚ) 
3. The number of participants in doctoral studies for the purpose of determining the number of scholarship recipients eligible for the increase is determined as of October 13, 2023.
