Vice-Rector for Student Affairs of Lodz University of Technology

on fees for educational and other services provided on a full-time
basis and part-time first and second cycle studies as well as postgraduate studies and other forms of education at Lodz University of Technology taken from persons who are not Polish citizens, not listed in Article 324 ( (2) of the Act of 20 July 2018 – Law on Higher Education and Science, assigned to education cycles starting in the academic year 2026/27
The announcement was prepared on the basis of Article 80 (2) of the Act of 20 July 2018 - Law on Higher Education and Science (Journal of Laws of 2024, item 1571  , as amended) hereinafter referred to as the Act of the PSWiN, the Regulation of the Minister of Science  and Higher Education of September 27, 2018 on studies (consolidated text Journal of Laws 2023, item 2787, as amended), § 1 (5) of Resolution No. 84/2026 of the Senate of Lodz University of Technology of May 27, 2026. Rules for collecting fees for educational services and other services provided by Lodz University of Technology from Polish citizens and persons without Polish citizenship, listed in Article 324 ( (2) of the Act of 20 July 2018 – Law on Higher Education and Science, concerning students enrolled on first- and second-cycle studies, postgraduate studies and other forms of education, and setting out the conditions and procedure for exemption from these fees, hereinafter referred to as the Resolution. The fees were determined after consulting the Student Government.
Students of full-time and part-time first and second cycle studies, participants of postgraduate studies and other forms of education conducted at Lodz University of Technology who are Polish citizens or other persons listed in Article 324 (2) of the Act, assigned to education cycles starting in the academic year 2026/27, pay the following fees.
§ 1 
Tuition fees for part-time first and second cycle studies.
1. Tuition fees for one semester of the part-time education cycle at a specific field of study 
and faculty starting in the academic year 2026/27 and training cycles started in 2022/23, 2023/24, 2024/25 and 2025/26 are specified in the Appendix to this Announcement.
2. Tuition fees for part-time studies should be paid according to the applicable program and study plan on the following dates:
a)
for the winter semester – payment of a one-time semester fee by October 31,
b)
for the summer semester – payment of a one-time semester fee by March 31,
c)
fees paid in instalments for the winter semester – payments in equal monthly instalments, the first by October 31, and the next by: November 15, December 15, January 15,
d)
fees paid in instalments for the summer semester – payments in equal monthly instalments, the first by March 31, and the next by: April 15, May 15, June 15;
3.
The basic mode of payment is a fee paid once. The student may apply to the Vice-Dean for Student Affairs of the organizational unit providing education for a change in the mode of payment to instalment. The application should be submitted within 21 days from the beginning of the semester to which the fee applies. 
4.
The fee shall be paid within the time limits specified in (2), without an additional request for payment from the Student. The date of payment of the fee is the date of receipt of funds to the indicated bank account of the University.
§2. 
Tuition fees for part-time first and second cycle studies
for repeating specific classes due to unsatisfactory learning outcomes.
1. Students of all years of part-time studies pay fees related to the repetition of specific classes in part-time studies due to unsatisfactory learning outcomes according to the following rules:
1) students with conditional registration for a given semester and repeating classes carried out in a given semester pay an additional fee for each ECTS credit assigned to repeated classes, which results from the dependence (1): 
(1)
Fee for 1 ECTS credit = (1/sum of ECTS credits in the semester according to the program) x fee per semester

"semester fee" means the amount of the semester fee applicable to a given field of study in accordance 
with the Appendix to this Announcement;

2) students repeating a semester of study in a repeated period of study pay in the repeated period of study only a fee for repeating classes carried out in a given semester in the amount resulting from the product of the number of ECTS credits assigned to repeated classes and the fee for ECTS credit calculated according to dependence (1) specified  in point 1, subject to the case specified in point 3;

Students who have not submitted their diploma thesis within the prescribed period, repeat the last semester of their studies and obtain consent to extend the deadline for submitting the diploma thesis shall pay a fee for repeating the classes necessary to prepare the diploma thesis. This fee is independent of the fee charged for repeating other classes. The amount of this fee depends on the number of ECTS credits assigned in the study program to the subject "diploma thesis" or equivalent subject leading to the submission of a diploma thesis and expressed in % of the diploma thesis progress specified by the thesis supervisor and is individually determined for each student before the beginning of the repeated semester by the Vice-Dean for Student Affairs according to the following (2):
(2)
Fee = Number of ECTS credits assigned to the work x fee for 1 point ECTS x (100% - % of work progress)
wherein, depending on (2), the fee rate for 1 ECTS point is calculated in accordance with the relationship (1) above;
4)
the fee is not charged for repeating mandatory internships.
2. The fees listed in (1) shall be paid within the period notified to the Student via the University's IT system (not earlier than 30 days from the date of payment); the fee shall be paid without an additional request for payment from the Student. The date of payment of the fee is the date of receipt of funds to the bank account of the University.
3. The Vice-Dean for Student Affairs of the unit implementing the education process may, at the student's request, determine an instalment fee for repeating classes, and in justified cases, determine a partial or complete exemption from fees for the student in accordance with the Resolution.
§ 3
Tuition fees for full-time first and second cycle studies
for repeating specific classes due to unsatisfactory learning outcomes.
1. Students of all years of full-time studies pay fees for repeating specific classes due to unsatisfactory learning outcomes according to the following rules:
1) students of all years of full-time studies, with the exception of students pursuing study programs (including language paths) conducted in foreign languages, the repeating subject shall pay a fee of PLN 65 for each ECTS credit assigned to the repeated subject, regardless of the language in which the subject is conducted, whereby:
a) the fee is not charged for repeating mandatory internships;
b) in the case of repeating physical education classes that have not been assigned points in the study program, the following fees are charged:
i) for repeating a 30-hour module of classes - PLN 130;
ii) for repeating a 15-hour module of classes - PLN 65;
2) students pursuing study programs (including language paths) conducted in foreign languages, the repeating subject shall pay a fee of PLN 90 for each ECTS credit assigned to the repeated subject, regardless of the language in which the subject is conducted, taking into account the principles set out in point 1(a) and (b);
3) Students who have not submitted their diploma thesis within the prescribed period, repeat the last semester of their studies and obtain consent to extend the deadline for submitting the diploma thesis shall pay a fee for repeating the classes necessary to prepare the diploma thesis. This fee is independent of the fee charged for repeating other classes. The amount of this fee depends on the number of ECTS credits assigned in the study program to the subject "diploma thesis" or equivalent subject leading to the submission of a diploma thesis and expressed in % of the diploma thesis progress specified by the thesis supervisor and is individually determined for each student before the beginning of the repeated semester by the Vice-Dean for Student Affairs according to the following (3):

Fee = Number of ECTS credits assigned to the work x fee for 1 point ECTS x (100% - % of work progress)

whereby, depending on (3), the basic rate for 1 ECTS point is PLN 65, and for students pursuing study programs (including language paths) conducted in foreign languages, the rate for 1 ECTS point is PLN 90.
2. The fees listed in (1) shall be paid within the period notified to the Student via the University's IT system (not earlier than 30 days from the date of payment). The fees shall be paid without an additional request for payment from the Student. The date of payment of the fee is the date of receipt of funds to the bank account of the University.
3. The Vice-Dean for Student Affairs of the unit implementing the education process may, at the student's request, determine an instalment fee for repeating classes, and in justified cases, determine a partial or complete exemption from fees for the student in accordance with the Resolution. 
§ 4
Education fees in a foreign language
For the implementation of courses in full-time studies in a foreign language by students, no additional fees are charged, except for the cases specified in § 3 section 1 point (2) and (3) and in § 5.
§ 5
Fees for the implementation of classes not covered by the study program.
1. For the implementation of classes not covered by the full-time study program, fees may be charged in the amount resulting from the product of the number of ECTS credits assigned to the subject and the rate for 1 ECTS credit. The basic rate for 1 ECTS point assigned to the course is PLN 65, and for courses conducted in a foreign language, the rate for 1 ECTS point is PLN 90.
2. For the implementation of classes not covered by the study program, fees may be charged in 
from the product of the number of ECTS points assigned to the subject and the rate for 1 ECTS point calculated according to the dependence (1) specified in §2 (1) (1) of this announcement.
3. The fee for the implementation of courses not covered by the study program is determined by the Vice-Dean for Student Affairs of the unit implementing the education process. 
The fee is paid within 30 days from the date of consent to the use of these classes by the Vice-Dean for Student Affairs. The fees shall be paid without an additional request for payment from the Student. The date of payment of the fee is the date of receipt of funds to the bank account of the University.
 § 6
Tuition fees for postgraduate studies and short forms of education.
1. The amount of fees for education at postgraduate studies is determined for a given form and edition by the Rector in the manner specified in Ordinance No. 33/2025 of the Rector of Lodz University of Technology of 24 September 2025 on determining the rules for the organization and conduct of postgraduate studies at Lodz University of Technology.
2. The amount of fees for education on short forms of education is determined for a given form and edition by the Head of Short Form Education, after obtaining the Bursar's approval, in the manner specified in Ordinance No. 35/2025 of the Rector of Lodz University of Technology of 24 September 2025 on determining the rules for the organization and conduct of short forms of education with the issue of a certificate of completion or microcredential.
3. The rules and deadlines for paying fees for education at postgraduate studies and short forms of education are set for a given form and edition by the head of a given form of education.
§ 7
Fees for issuing documents related to the course of university studies at Lodz University of Technology.
1. In accordance with the currently applicable Regulation of the Minister of Science and Higher Education of September 27, 2018, on studies (consolidated text Journal of Laws 2023, item 2787), fees are charged for issuing the following documents:
1)
student ID card issued in the form of an electronic processor card (ELS) - PLN 22;
2)
write-offs other than those issued on the basis of Article 77 (2) of the PSWiN Act:
a) a copy in a foreign language of the graduation diploma - PLN 20;
b) a copy in a foreign language of the diploma supplement - PLN 20;
c) a duplicate of the graduation diploma – PLN 20;
d) a duplicate of the diploma supplement – PLN 20.
3) a fee of PLN 33 is charged for issuing a duplicate student ID; 
4) a fee of PLN 26 is charged for certifying documents intended for legal transactions with foreign countries.
2. The fees specified in paragraph 1 shall be paid no later than on the date of receipt of the document.
3. The fees specified in (1) are determined in the amount specified in the relevant regulation of the minister responsible for higher education valid for the date of collecting the fee.
§ 8
Final Provisions
This Announcement enters into force on 02.06.2026 and applies to fees related to education cycles starting in the academic year 2026/27.
